3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

4. MATTERS ARISING
None.

5. COMMUNITY POLICING REPORT
a) Figures. PC Scott Cenci reported TANN area crime figures for February and March to date: 
Eight burglaries, one related arrest. There has been in increase in the burglary rate, some of which have been via the rear of premises intruders having climbed over alley-gates.
Six drug offences, two related arrests.
Five incidents of criminal damage.
Two thefts of motor vehicles, two thefts of number plates and two thefts of bikes.
The police have some “Immobitags” bike tags for use on pedal bikes, these contain a chip with owner’s details. If any TANN resident is interested in getting their bike tagged contact 709 6010. Also available are some plastic spikes which can be fitted to tops of walls to deter intruders; use the same contact no. for further information.
Residents suggested installation of bike racks somewhere on Smithdown Road.

b) The SID happy-face speeding device will go up again shortly in Ullet Road. Since these devices collect traffic information as well as (hopefully) helping to reduce speeding, the meeting asked PC Cenci to provide some of the collected data at our next meeting.

c) Smithdown Road shopkeepers’ radios. Tony Jopson, Business Crime Reduction Manager, Liverpool Chamber of Commerce, emailed TANN in response to an item in the March newsetter. The item concerned a “shopwatch” scheme run by Business Crime Direct of the Chamber of Commerce. The scheme aimed to provide radios for shopkeepers to contact police in the event of theft, but the radios had not been supplied. Mr Jopson explained that support for the scheme had been strong from Smithdown shopkeepers, however, an application to the Working Neighbourhood Fund for money to provide the radios had not been successful. Since then Business Crime Direct has ceased to exist.    
6. ARUNDEL AVENUE 
a) Site 5-7 Arundel Avenue. Mark Wiggins, Regeneration Manager Cosmopolitan Housing gave TANN residents information about the development of this site. He was accompanied by Irene Buick, Service Development Manager Liverpool City Council.
The council has chosen Cosmopolitan Housing to help them provide supported housing for families. Planning permission has been granted for a four-storey block containing six apartments and communal facilities. There will be staff present during the day and night with a bedroom for overnight staff. The costs of the project are to be met by the city council and Cosmopolitan Housing. Tendering will begin in May, and work using local labour, is expected to start in August and be completed by May 2011. 
TANN residents present stressed the importance of conservation issues and were assured by Mr Wiggins that Cosmopolitan Housing is aware of the issues and that discussions with the council had included compliance with conservation area requirements, for example: trees cut down during site clearance are to be replaced, the front wall of the garden will match the other local walls and the building has been designed to fit in with local housing stock.
Residents were pleased to hear that the building was to have 24 hour staffing.

b) Quaker Burial Ground. The meeting was reminded of the chance to visit the Arundel Avenue burial ground on Saturday 27th March at 1pm.
7. SEFTON CRICKET CLUB 150TH ANNIVERSARY
Stuart Lomas, Cricket Chairman and TANN resident introduced himself. Part of his job as chairman is to forge links with the local community and promote the club. Contact information was exchanged so that links between the TANN and Cricket Club websites can be established, information passed for inclusion in the TANN newsletter and some club history to be added to our website history page.
Annual membership to the Cricket Club is by subscription. There are five cricket teams, including a popular junior team, quiz, darts and table-tennis teams, players’ facilities and a bar. The bar is available for hire and may suit a TANN event in the future. Further information from Stuart on 0151 733 2912.

8. WEBSITE
The website committee met recently to conduct a review:
The for-sale page is not being used, it could be removed; this is a minor alteration.
Three pages need more extensive work: home page to be altered, particularly to make posting of news events easier, and two house pages to be set up. Edian quoted £300 each page for the work. John Garrett will cover the cost of one house page and recoup this cost through advertising. TANN must cover the cost of the other two pages. It was noted that there is no grant money left to fund changes, that site-hosting costs were £70 annually and that there is sufficient money in the TANN bank account to cover the cost. It was proposed and agreed the work should be carried out on the three pages, proposed Brenda Henley, seconded Derek Massey.

9. NEW HEAT FOR OLD BRICKS
John Garrett and Dinah Dossor recently organized and attended an energy-saving workshop, Held at St Agnes’ church hall it was a very successful. TANN residents were referred to the website where a report of the event is available.

c) Toxteth Cemetary Lodge. TANN has been passed information about a planning application to convert Toxteth Cemetary Lodge on Smithdown Road to use as a nine-bed dwelling house in multiple occupation and to erect a 1.8m high boundary fence at side and rear.
