3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

4. MATTERS ARISING
a) SID happy-face speeding device. (Item 5.b) This has not reappeared in Ullet Road. No report available regarding the information it has collected was available.

5. COMMUNITY POLICING REPORT
a) Since there were no officers present at the meeting no report was available.

9. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
