4. MATTERS ARISING
a) SID Happy-face Speeding Device. (Item 4.a) The repair to the Greenbank SID is under way. 

b) Greenbank and Croxteth Drives. (Item 9.a) A meeting of councillors, residents and establishments that front the Drives has been held. All participants, who are responsible for sharing costs for repairs to these unadopted roads said they may contribute, but wanted details of the costs before committing themselves.


5. COMMUNITY POLICING REPORT
a) Arundel Avenue. Inspector Quirk reported in connection with the recent murder at a property in Arundel Avenue that three people had been charged with murder and a fourth charged with aiding and abetting. There is no further news concerning the assault of a Cumberland Avenue resident.

b) Crime Report. It has been quiet since the last meeting, crime figures are: 
Burglaries – four, all at student properties. 
Attempted burglaries – two.
Theft from motor vehicles – one.
Theft of a motor vehicle – one.

c) Chief Constable’s Annual Report 09/10. Copies of this were circulated. The report can be viewed on the police website www.merseyside.police.uk. 

d) Parking problems. A resident raised the issue of parents parking on the double yellow lines and in bus-stop areas when bringing their children to St Hilda’s School. Local police are aware of this but found it difficult to catch the culprits since they would not stop if police officers were seen to be present. PC Graham said a Traffic Enforcement Day was planned for the beginning of December and he would try to get the school gate area included.





6. VISITOR FROM ENVIRONMENTAL ENFORCEMENT TEAM
Karl Lloyd, Team Leader of the Environmental Enforcement Team had been invited to the meeting. He was asked about:
a) Accumulation of rubbish at shops and businesses on Ullet Road. Every business has had a letter advising them of their responsibilities as to removal of waste generated by their business activities, and follow-up visits are being made to them to enforce the rules.

b) Sweeping leaves off pavements. Residents had been advised of dates when leaves would be swept from streets in the area but none of the promised sweeping took place. Mr Lloyd undertook to pass this complaint on to the street cleansing department. He also recommended contacting Liverpool Direct (0151 233 3000) to make complaints. 

c) Alley gates being left open. Residents reported gates left open to allow access to the rear of business premises on Smithdown Road, and for access to flats located above some of the shops. This shouldn’t be necessary as keys for the gates are available. A replacement alley gate key can be obtained from Liverpool Direct for £5.

d) Wheelie bins left on pavements. Apart from collection days wheelie bins should not be left on pavements. Mr Lloyd made a note of streets where this was a nuisance and said he could look into it.

e) Fly-tipping and large rubbish. Fly-tipping should be reported to Liverpool Direct, and large unwanted household items can be taken away free of charge by arrangement, contact Bulky Bob via Liverpool Direct.

An event is still tabled for May/June. We await a date for availability of the Unitarian Church Hall and its facilities. A social event is likely and a quiz night suggestion was made.
