1. PRESENT

3. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING 
Amendments were made to the minutes of 22nd September. Item 4c first paragraph: the word “renewal” was altered to read “renewable”, and 4c second paragraph: was altered as follows to read (additional words underlined):
“Cllr Jan Clein said there is a city council group which has an interest in renewable energy. She thinks they may be investigating the possibility of relaxing conservation area rules so that installation of renewable energy equipment could become easier. She also said that no planning applications to install solar panels into street-facing roofs on housing within the TANN area  had ever been made to the city council, such applications had therefore, never been tested. John Garrett has spoken to planning officers and has been told that such an application would be likely to be rejected.”

Subject to these amendments the minutes of meeting held 22nd September 2008 were agreed, proposed: Brenda Henley, seconded John Garrett.

4. MATTERS ARISING
a) Bidston Visit. We still await confirmation of a date. This has been the situation for over a year now.

b) Waste from businesses on Smithdown Road. Local businesses have now had a letter detailing their responsibilities relating to removal of waste, i.e. that they should have a contract, with a registered waste remover, for rubbish generated by their business activities. 

c) Arundel Avenue Improved Lighting. TANN, with agreement and assistance from PC Cenci and Cllrs Jan and Paul Clein, has been pursuing this matter for some time. Cllr Jan Clein reported that it has been agreed that the lighting will be improved, that it should be done before the end of the financial year, but that she did not know the exact date for its installation.  

5. COMMUNITY POLICING REPORT
a) Crime Report. Since the last report burglaries have increased, there being twelve since Sep 22nd. Three arrests have been made relating to a burglary in Gresford Avenue, and two arrests relating to a burglary in Rossett Avenue.

The rate of incidents of criminal damage is similar to last reporting period, there being seven to dwellings and twelve to motor vehicles with no arrests. Five of these were on mischief night when wing mirrors were damaged on cars in Cheltenham Avenue.

There have been four robberies, one at Asda with one related arrest, and three in a hostel on Croxteth Road.

Thefts were: three from a person, three of motor vehicles and six from motor vehicles in Asda car park.

b) Neighbourhood Newsletter. PC Cenci reminded residents about his regular “neighbourhood newsletter” for Greenbank viewable online at www.merseyside.police.uk

c) Traffic Issues. Residents expressed concerns about speeding vehicles on Ullet Road and asked about the installation of a speed camera. Cameras are put on roads where there is a high incidence of accidents and Ullet Road does not fit this profile. PC Cenci said that a national programme of “average speed” cameras was to be begun in 2009 and we might get one of those on Ullet Road.

6. WEBSITE
a) The website is now up and running at www.tann.org TANN officers and Edian are still working to make it glitch-free. 

b) Jan Pell, Peter Hacillo and Derek Murray have worked hard to get the site live and are looking for other people to continue and run the it, volunteers are needed for particular pages. A group of about six people is desirable. There will be another training session soon, John Garrett will email round with dates and times.  
7. LOCAL DERELICTION 
a) Update on Arundel Avenue. Brenda Henley had contacted Phil Hatcher of the city council and received a reply from Paul Vertigen, the Planning and Enforcement Team Leader. His reply was: that reported problems had to be prioritized, and that the complaints TANN had raised are “working through a process to gain improvement”. 
This was not felt to be particularly informative and felt rather like a brush-off. Brenda will try again for more information.

b) Attempts to get some information from Liverpool Mutual Homes regarding improvements to the flats on Arundel Avenue have still not been successful. Brenda will keep trying.

8. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
Many leaves remain on the pavements in the area, particularly in Arundel Avenue. Cllr Jan Clein said she would follow up on this and recommended residents themselves should report such concerns to Liverpool Direct.
