2. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING 
Minutes of meeting held Monday 16 May 2011 were agreed, proposed Brenda Henley, 
seconded Francine Palant.

4. MATTERS ARISING
a) Website 
Usage has fallen slightly since the last survey was done. John Garrett has proposed circulation of a full-colour publicity postcard to advertise the website. 1,000 would cost £89 printed on card and £69 if printed on paper.

b) Saving Toxteth Cemetery  
The outcome of Cllr Tim Beaumont’s attempt to set up a Friends of Toxteth Cemetery group was not known. TANN agreed to offer support to the venture by providing publicity via the website and newsletter, and to have a TANN resident attend any Friends’ meetings. Brenda Henley will contact him with this news. 

5. COMMUNITY POLICING REPORT
a) Crime figures 
For period since our last meeting in May.
Burglaries – eight in the following: Halkyn, York, Ullet, Cheltenham, Brompton, Lancaster, three of which were outbuildings. One arrest was made on the scene in York Avenue. There has been an increase in burglaries in the TANN area recently. The majority have been forced-entry often through the front door. Nearby, just outside the area, there were several burglaries in Hartington Road. 
Attempted burglaries – two, both in York Avenue. To combat this increase there have been additional patrol officers out in the area, plus at night, extra plain clothes beats and unmarked vehicle patrols.
Drugs arrests – one in York Avenue. 
Theft from motor vehicles – four, some of which were number-plates.
Theft of motor vehicle – three, one of which was a delivery driver who left the engine running.
Sgt Broudie said that despite the much publicised budget cuts, the front-line policing service in the TANN area would not be reduced.

b) Speeding Indicator Device 
Sgt Brodie reported the SID available again. The meeting requested it be sited in Ullet Road.

c) Domestic arguments 
A resident reported overhearing a serious row in the Halkyn Avenue Rehabilitation House and asked for advice. Sgt Broudie recommended calling the police in such cases. Police would attend if good information was reported to them. In addition incidents are logged and a picture of events is built up.
d) Dangerous driving
Once again the dangerous driving practices of parents dropping off children outside St Hilda’s on Ullet Road was raised. Cars pull onto the pavement, park in the bus-stop area and directly opposite the end of Buckingham Avenue creating hazards and inconvenience to pedestrians, the bus-stop queue and to passing traffic. 

6. SOCIAL EVENT June 25th
a) Event report 
Thanks were given to all TANN regulars who advance-planned the event, not only for their time but for their generous donations of drinks, food and other goods. In addition other TANN residents donated eighteen good raffle prizes and wonderful food.
The event ran well on the day; children’s entertainer, ”Mr Stix”, “The Peacemakers” band and the food were all excellent. Advance ticket sales were not good and attendance on the night was low; all who attended said they enjoyed themselves, but low numbers meant a loss of £92.38 was made.
It should be noted that this is the first event where TANN paid for room-hire, and without that there would have been a tiny profit. 

b) Insurance 
A one-year public liability policy costing £75.72 was taken out. It was not possible to insure a single event; TANN is now covered for all meetings and a further two social events of up to 150 people. Insurers pointed out that any entertainment providers TANN hired, and the venue providers, should carry their own public liability insurance. The cost of insurance was not included in the event’s expenditure. 

7. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
a) Conservation issues 
Bad building works are blighting the avenues: an increase in transgression reporting has happened within our area, some of which have been resolved; residents and landlords seem unaware of conservation rules; 10% of Liverpool housing is in conservation areas; future development of “green-deal”, grants available for green home improvements will mean TANN residents will want to improve their homes and there is no readily available book of guidance. The meeting resolved to invite officers from planning and conservation to the next meeting for consultation and discussion.

b) Loving Lodge Lane
A big and very successful community clean-up took place in the Lodge Lane area recently. Perhaps we could do the same in the Avenues?

c) Dates of TANN Meetings
A suggestion to alter the regular meeting dates was made. We agreed to discuss this at the AGM.

d) Rathbone House
Currently unused, Rathbone House, Greenbank Lane, is to be renovated by Liverpool University. It will be available for student use, venue hire etc and may become one of the “Heritage Open Day” buildings.

e) NHS
Margaret Greenwood updated the meeting on the “Defend Our NHS” group’s work to combat the proposed changes. She advised those who oppose the government bill to write to their MPs to complain and agitate prior to the MP voting on 6th and 7th September. It was suggested she write something for the posting on the TANN website with a link to her group’s site.
