Increase re-cycling rates in our
neighbourhood

Support local employment

s you may know, we only re-

cycle 400kg of tetrapaks each

month across Liverpool (the

metallic lined packaging used
for juice etc.The nearest collection points in
the city for this type of recyclable material
are at Tesco Mather Avenue, Tesco Old
Swan and Asda Hunts Cross. If you have
difficulty reaching those collection points:-
ring Laura Collins-Robertson on 07980
311545 or take your tetrapaks (washed and
squashed) to a collection box in
Francine’s front garden of 11,
Brompton Avenue. Meanwhile one of the
easiest ways to reduce packaging waste is to
buy your milk from a local milk delivery
service which uses - and washes and re-
uses - glass bottles. Dairy Crest deliver to
the avenues 3 times a week and provide lo-
cal employment, as well as milk in reusable
bottles, and this includes organic
milk. Dairy Crest can be contacted on 0151
486 2705. Payment can be arranged by Di-
rect Debit. Though it is noticeably more ex-
pensive that supermarket milk many people
will appreciate the convenience as well as
the green aspect.

Reminder: Elspeth is organising a similar
scheme for old electrical bulbs -unbroken-
and spent batteries at 19 Cheltenham Ave-
nue.

Whatever happened to the
Smithdown Road
shop radios?

Two years ago, around 40 Smithdown Road
traders signed up to a scheme promoted by
the Merseyside Chamber of Commerce and
Police to provide them and the neighbourhood
police officer with radios to use if their shops
were being targeted by thieves.

The traders agreed to pay the running costs
of the scheme, and also cover the cost for lo-
cal charity shops. The capital cost was to be
paid for by the police, but funding applica-
tions all appear to have failed.

Despite strong local trader support, and the
endorsement of neighbourhood police offi-
cers, Smithdown Road traders are still wait-
ing, even though it is known other that radios
have been introduced into a neighbouring
area. In the meantime, Bargain Booze has
had their till robbed twice and thieves have
even taken a charity box from a store.

Community payback

A government sponsored scheme to reha-
bilitate offenders and improve local com-
munities.

The principle is simple: Put to work some
minor offenders for the good of the commu-
nity in which they have offended. The com-
munity gains, the offenders learn —respect
for their community, appreciation of a good
Jjob done, and new skills- and the prison
service loses customers!

Some residents have received a letter from the
city council planning department regarding a
planning application for this site. It is to erect a
3/4 storey building for use as a supported liv-
ing facility for families containing 6 self con-
tained flats communal lounge and créche facili-
ties.

All welcomed the possibility of a new develop-
ment after years of campaigning against the
blight of dereliction.

However, some residents have expressed con-
cern that “supported” living might spell trouble
in a residential area. Others have argued that
children need to be brought up in an “area” and
where better than a “residential” one.
